Dear Parent/Guardian:

This letter is about the Novel H1N1 flu vaccine. Please read all of the
information with this letter. There is a Consent form from the South
Carolina Department of Health & Environmental Control (DHEC) that
must be completed if you would like DHEC to vaccinate your child
against the Novel H1N1 flu at school. Please return the Consent form
to your child’s school by Wednesday November 18', 2009.

A vaccine will be available for the Novel HIN1 flu (swine flu). Medical
experts say that vaccination is the best way to protect against the flu,
Vaccination against the flu is not required for school attendance.

DHEC will offer Novel HIN1 flu shots for students at your child’s school.
There is no charge. Richiand One will start immunizing mid-November,
depending on vaccine availability. You will be notified about the date and
time of the H1N1 School-Located-Vaccine clinic.

Special Notes: The flu shots will be given during the school day.
Parents/guardians do not have to be present. On the day when flu shots will
be given, students should wear clothes that will make it easy to give the
shot. Some young students with very small arm muscles may get the shot in
their thigh muscle. Students who are unwilling to be vaccinated will not be
vaccinated.

Children less than 10 years of age need two doses of the vaccine against the
Novel HIN1 flu. The two doses must be given at least 21 days apart. For
students that need a second dose (those younger than 10 years old), a
second flu shot will be offered by DHEC at the school, the date will be
announced based on the availability of the vaccine.
